YOUNG ADULT FAITH-BASED FELLOWSHIPS 

STARTING IN AUGUST 2010
SEEKING FAITH-BASED COMMUNITY ORGANIZERS**
Founded in 2008, The Relational Evangelism Pilot Project (REPP) is an eleven-month internship of the Episcopal Diocese of Massachusetts and a partner project of the Episcopal Service Corps.  
Relational Evangelists (RE) serve in an Episcopal parish or university chaplaincy and are trained as faith-based community organizers with the intention of engaging more young adults in the mission of God by growing authentic community, deepening spiritual lives and making a difference in the world.   Each RE builds a leadership team of eight to ten young adults in their local community and leads a social action campaign.  In the 2009-2010 project year, the campaign is focused on economic justice and is called “Hope in Action.”  
Interns serve 30 hours a week in their site placement and participate in eight hours of leadership training and reflection each week.  For leadership training we partner with several organizations, including Leading Change, a new organizing initiative based at the Harvard Kennedy School of Government.  

Interns receive a salary, full health-care coverage and have the option to live in community with other interns (provided by the project).  The program begins with orientation on August 23, 2010.

SEEKING MICAH PROJECT INTERNS**
Founded in 2000, The Micah Project is an eleven-month residential internship of the Episcopal Diocese of Massachusetts and a partner project of the Episcopal Service Corps. 
Micah Interns live together in community, discerning their own vocational calls while serving the Boston area in social justice-related internships.  Interns serve 30 hours a week at an approved internship site and participate in eight hours of leadership training and reflection each week.

Micah Interns have the opportunity to find a site that speaks to the deepest questions and challenges of their own hearts.
Interns receive housing, full health-care coverage and a stipend that covers food and other basic living expenses.  Internships begin with orientation on August 23, 2010.
**Together these projects form the “Life Together” program, and all interns are part of a learning community of young adults who engage in regular leadership training and reflection together.
